Important notes to read:  
1 The much awaited Easter Camp has finally arrived. The cubs are to meet on Monday 5th at 8:30 

near Pergola farmhouses where the leaders will be awaiting the cubs. These are located on your 
way to Marsalforn near the landfill. Look for the sign “Pergola farmhouses” and enter that road. A 
detailed list of camping equipment & camp programme can be found later on attached with this 
newsletter. Please be their on time and do not hesitate to contact Akela should you require any 
help regarding directions. Cubs are to be picked up on Tuesday 6th at 21:00.  

2 On the 10th everyone has to attend for the Going Up Ceremony wearing full uniform. Parents of 
the Moving-on-Beavers and Link Badge Cubs are invited to attend.

3 On the 11th there is the Annual Parade where all scouts celebrate the day of their Patron Saint (St. 
George). All cubs should attend for this event. The cubs are to pay only for ferry transport as all 
the other expenses are to be paid by XSG. All parents who are interested to join their children 
should apply by not later than the 7th of April against a 5€ fee. All uniformed members are to meet 
at H.Q. on Sunday morning [not at Mgarr Terminal] Those who are planning to go to Malta using 
their private car should leave their children at the H.Q. with us in the morning. EXACT 
DETAILS of meeting time will be sent later on.

4 On the 17th a tender paw meeting is going to be held. This means that only the newly invested 
cubs [those who have recently joined the pack from the colony] are to attend.  
During the meeting, the parents of the newly invested cubs will have their own meeting at the 
HQ by Akela. Every parent or guardian MUST attend to this meeting as vital information and 
details will be given for these newly invested cubs. If any parent cannot attend contact Akela as 
soon as possible 

5 Those who applied to go to Malta for the Pope’s visit are going to meet at Mgarr at 14:40. We 
will leave with the 15:00 ferry and return with the 21:20 one. We will be expected to arrive back 
in Gozo at around 21:45. A €5 fee is to be paid to cover the transport expenses (minibus 
Ċirkewwa-Valletta-Ċirkewwa and ferry). Please do not forget to bring the consent form. Only 
those cubs who applied for this event back in March are allowed to attend. In case of emergency 
contact Daniela Sultana on 79557136, as she will be in charge of the activity.
